OUR CUSTOM TOUR OF SOUTHERN ITALY ITINERARY:

DAY 1 - BOSTON~ROME: Depart Boston's Logan International Airport aboard our non-stop transatlantic Alitalia flight to Rome, with full meal
and beverage service, as well as stereo headsets, available in flight.

DAY 2 - ROME: “Benvenuti in ltalia!” Upon arrival at Fiumicino Airport in Rome, we will be met by our Tour Escort who will assist with our
transfer. Board our private motorcoach for the drive into “the Eternal City” where we will enjoy an panoramic sightseeing tour of many of
Rome’s most important landmarks. Bank stop and a light lunch. Afternoon check-in at the 4-star Hotel Clar Rome (or similar) which is located
near the Vatican City. “Welcome Drink” and orientation meeting with our Tour Escort prior to dinner at the hotel this evening. Overnight. (L, D)
DAY 3 - VATICAN CITY & THE PLENARY INDULGENCE: Breakfast at our hotel. Morning visit to nearby Vatican City for a guided tour of St.
Peter's Basilica, the Vatican Museums and the Sistine Chapel. Lunch is on our own. In the afternoon, we will visit the three remaining
“pasilicas of Rome”™: St. Mary Major, St. John Lateran and St. Paul Outside the Walls — which (with St. Peter's Basilica) completes the
requirement for the Plenary Indulgence. Return to our hotel for dinner and overnight. (BB, D)

DAY 4 — ROME~MOUNT GARGANO~SAN GIOVANNI ROTONDO: After breakfast and hotel check-out, we will head south for San Giovanni
Rotondo. Along our route, we will stop for lunch at a local restaurant. Early in the afternoon, we will visit the Sanctuary of Monte Sant'/Angelo sul
Gargano (the Sanctuary of Saint Michael the Archangel on Mount Gargano) the oldest shrine in Western Europe dedicated to the Archangel Michael.
The Sanctuary of Monte Sant'Angelo was built in the 13th century by Charles | of Anjou and commemorates the four apparitions of the Archangel St.
Michael in the grotto. Continuing-on to San Giovanni Rotondo, we will check-in at our 4-star hotel for dinner and overnight. (BB, L, D)

DAY 5 - SAN GIOVANNI ROTONDO~PESCHICI: Breakfast at our hotel. Morning visit to the Shrine of Padre Pio, the second-most visited
Catholic shrine in the world. It centers on the tomb of Saint Padre Pio of Pietrelcina, a Capuchin friar, priest and mystic known for his devotion
to God, care for the sick, and supernatural gifts. He died in 1968 and was canonized in 2002. On out tour, we will learn about Padre’s life and
ministry. Return to our hotel for lunch. This afternoon, we will visit the distinctly Arabic-influence town of Peschici to tour the historic city center,
the Abbey of Santa Maria Calena and the Medieval Castle. Return to our hotel in San Giovanni Rotondo for dinner and overnight. (BB, L, D)
DAY 6 — SAN GIOVANNI ROTONDO~SORRENTO: Following breakfast and hotel check-out, we will now head west to picturesque Sorrento.
En route, we will visit La Sorgente, an 800-year old agricultural farm, belonging to the family Marciano which is nestled in the Sorrentine hills with a
fabulous view of the city of Naples. Our visit will include a delicious light lunch, mozzarella making demonstration and a tasting. Arriving in Sorrento,
we will check-in at the 4-star Hotel Michelangelo (or similar) for dinner and overnight. (BB, L, D)

DAY 7 - ISLE OF CAPRI: Breakfast at our hotel. Today we will visit the beautiful Isle of Capri! Our full-day excursion includes a round trip ferry
ride, lunch on Capri, and a guided tour. The town of Capri is very chic with shops and restaurants lying along winding streets. The main square,
Piazza Umberto, has a pretty white church and several open-air cafés where one can sit and watch the world go by. We will also visit the Augustus
Gardens and their magnificent view over the Faraglioni Rocks. We will return to our hotel in Sorrento, via ferry, for dinner and overnight. (BB, L, D)
DAY 8 — THE AMALFI DRIVE: Breakfast at our hotel. Today, we will be taken on an excursion along one of the most scenic roads in the world —
The Amalfi Drive! Our first stop will be above Positano, one of Italy’s most famous and elegant resorts. We will then continue our drive through the
Ancient Marine Republic of Amalfi. There will be some free time to visit the beautiful Cathedral of St. Andrew, explore the town or browse and
shop. Noontime stop for lunch at a local restaurant and an afternoon visit to Ravello. Return to Sorrento for dinner and overnight. (BB, L, D)

DAY 9 - POMPEII~NAPLES: Breakfast at our hotel. This morning, we will tour the excavations of the town of Pompeii, which was destroyed
by the eruption of Mount Vesuvius in 79 AD. As an alternative, you may choose to visit the nearby Shrine of the Rosary. We will all tour the
Shrine of St. Philomena in Mugano del Cardinale, dedicated to the 13-year old virgin saint who was executed for her religious zeal. Stop for
lunch at a local restaurant. In the afternoon, we will have a sightseeing tour of the busy port city of Naples, including the historic city center and
the port district. Return to our hotel in Sorrento for dinner and overnight. (BB, L, D)

DAY 10 — CASERTA~MONTECASSINO: Breakfast at our hotel. Morning drive to Caserta for a tour of the imposing Royal Palace (built by
Charles IV to rival the Palace of Versailles) and the magnificent grounds and gardens. After lunch at a local restaurant, we are off to the famous
hilltop Abbey of Montecassino, which was destroyed during one of the most brutal battles of WWII, and subsequently re-built in the 1950's. Dinner
and overnight at our hotel. (BB, L, D)

DAY 11 -SORRENTO-NAPLES-ROME-BOSTON: Following breakfast and hotel check-out, we will transfer to the Naples Airport to board our
return Alitalia flight to Boston (via Rome) with full meal and beverage service, as well as stereo headsets, available in flight. (BB)
