OUR 10-DAY/8-NIGHT PRAGUE, VIENNA & BUDAPEST ITINERARY:

DAY 1 - BOSTON~LONDON~PRAGUE: Depart Boston's Logan International Airport aboard our transatlantic British Airways flight to Prague
(via London) with full meal and beverage service, as well as stereo headsets, while in-flight.

DAY 2 - PRAGUE, CZECH REPUBLIC: Arrive at the airport in Prague where we will be met by our Tour Manager who will assist us boarding
our private motorcoach for transfer to The Hotel Panorama (or similar) for check-in. The remainder of the day is at leisure to freshen-up prior to
our “Welcome Dinner” at the hotel this evening. (D)

DAY 3 - PRAGUE: Following breakfast, we will embark on a wonderful full-day sightseeing adventure in Prague, including a visit to Karlstejn
Castle. Following lunch (on our own), we will tour Konopiste Castle (which is just outside of Prague), site of a fabulous collection of weapons,
pictures and hunting trophies. We will return to Prague for our evening meal at a local restaurant. Overnight in Prague. (B, D)

DAY 4 — PRAGUE: After breakfast at our hotel, we will be hosted on a morning sightseeing tour of Prague, including Wenceslas Square. We
will tour Saint Vitus Cathedral, an integral part of the complex built in the 14% century. Highlights include a gallery of medieval sculpture, the
Royal Mausoleum and the Regina Chamber. Return to Prague where the remainder of the day is at leisure for some shopping and browsing or
some independent sightseeing. Dinner and overnight at our hotel in Prague. (B, D)

DAY 5 - PRAGUE~VIENNA, AUSTRIA: Following breakfast and hotel check-out, we will board our motorcoach for the scenic drive to our
next destination — Vienna, Austria. Upon arrival in Vienna, we will check-in to our hotel, The Hotel Ananas (or similar). The remainder of the
day is at leisure to get acquainted with our new surroundings. Dinner and overnight at our hotel. (B, D)

DAY 6 — VIENNA: After breakfast, we will depart the hotel for a half-day tour of Vienna, starting at Schonbrunn Palace, the Versailles of
Vienna. This magnificent Baroque residence, built by the Hapsburgs in the 17t and 18" centuries, has 1,441 rooms, many ornate fountains
and terrace after terrace of beautiful gardens. Next on our agenda is St. Stephen’s Cathedral, a 12t century Gothic structure whose main spire
rises to a height of 450-feet. The bell tower affords an excellent panoramic view of the city and houses the huge brass bell Pummerin —“the
boomer”. The remainder of the day is at leisure for some shopping and browsing or some independent sightseeing. Dinner and overnight at
our hotel in Vienna. (B, D)

DAY 7 - VIENNA~BUDAPEST, HUNGARY: We will check-out of our hotel in Vienna this morning following breakfast and board our
motorcoach for our journey to Budapest, Hungary. Arriving in Budapest, we will enjoy a panoramic sightseeing tour of one of the most beautiful
cities in Europe. Our tour includes a visit to Halaszbastya or the Fisherman’s Bastion, built in the 19™ century and a strategic point from which
the Fisherman’s Guild defended Castle Hill. Check-in to The Hotel Mercure Buda (or similar) for dinner and overnight. (B, D)

DAY 8 - BUDAPEST: Following breakfast at our hotel, we are off on a full-day sightseeing tour of this city that straddles the Danube River.
First, we will visit the Esztergom Treasury, site of the wealth of Hungary when its capital was in Esztergom during the 9t century. Then, we will
motor to Visegard Castle (The Citadel) which sits atop a 350-foot hill affording the visitor breathtaking views of the Danube Bend below.
Return to Budapest for dinner and overnight at our hotel. (B, D)

DAY 9 - BUDAPEST: Today, following breakfast at our hotel, the entire day is free to enjoy some independent sightseeing, relax at a
sidewalk café or catch-up on some last minute shopping. This evening, we will visit a local Hungarian restaurant where we will enjoy a
wonderful dinner and Hungarian folklore show. Overnight at our hotel. (B, D)
